Primary Producers provided with Advice and Training Grant

The Climate Change Adjustment Program (CCAP) assists farmers and their families to adjust their business to manage the impacts of climate change and to set goals and take action to improve their long-term financial circumstances.
The Program provides an Advice and Training Grant of up to $5,500 (GST included) to eligible farmers, which is used for specialised advice and training across a range of areas.   Examples of the types of advice and training supported by this grant include:
· Financial assessment
· Agronomic advice
· Business planning and management
· Training and computer software
· Legal and personal advice where the advice is linked to managing the impacts of climate change.
To receive the CCAP Advice and Training Grant farmers are required to undertake a formal business analysis and action plan.  You do not need to be in an Exceptional Circumstances area to qualify for the Advice and Training Grant, however qualifying criteria, such as assets and income, do apply.
