Ever had the experience of putting something down and then not being able to find where you left it? I think it’s more of a bloke thing because it is often my wife who says “what are you looking for?” and then puts her hand straight on it.
I think we can all relate to this type of situation and it doesn’t just happen with tangible things. Sometimes when we are looking for a solution to a problem the same thing happens, a new person looks at the problem and they often see a solution that you hadn’t thought about.
Right now with all the turmoil in agriculture and fishing we are going to have to apply ourselves to finding different and creative solutions for a whole range of issues. One of the most significant and challenging will be the preparation and review of budgets for the coming year.
While I know most people have good advice in this area there is a service provided by the Federal Government that may be able to assist you. As part of my work, helping people cope with life challenges, I have become involved with the Board of RFCS or Rural Financial Counselling Service.
Many rural people are not aware of what this service can offer. There is a widely held view it is only to do with Exceptional Circumstances funding or Centrelink payments but the brief is much wider.
If you pick up one of the RFCS brochures you will find it is about “regaining focus” and turning businesses around by looking at options you may not have considered.

If you need a fresh pair of eyes to help you regain focus RFCS may be for you. The staff is made up of competent people working closely with other institutions and advisors to provide a range of options in moving rural businesses forward in difficult times.
This service is free and confidential and the staff will come to you. Staff is located strategically across the State and if you are a farmer, small business owner, fisherman or pastoralist this service could help you.
